The new training facility, which
rests on 38 acres, will include a 30,000 square foot Class A building with
(7) seven classrooms, administrative offices, a gym, and a fire apparatus
bay. The prop spine of the property has a 3-story burn building, (2) two
drill towers, and several other training props. There will be a specific
location for vehicle machinery rescue (VMR) and a special operations
flank with a structural collapse training center, confined space, trench,
and hazmat training areas.
