COMMUNITY MEETING NOTICE 

Septic to Sewer Project 
 

Orange County Utilities will be constructing a new gravity sewer collection system in the Bent Oak, Carol 
Woods, Wekiva Ridge, Sweetaire of Wekiva, Bentley Woods, and Silver Rose subdivisions. The project 
will include connecting individual residences to the sewer main, abandoning existing septic tanks, 
landscaping and site restoration, resurfacing roadways (materials to match existing), and installing new 
irrigation service connections with a meter at each residence. 
 
On or about August 26, 2022, a ballot will be sent via U.S. Mail to your address. You will use this ballot to 
vote on the septic to sewer initiative for your community. Previous ballots or voting were used to gauge 
interest in the project. This ballot is required in order to proceed with the project and authorize the 
establishment of a Municipal Service Benefit Unit (MSBU).
